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Abstract: This study aims at adopting Appraisal Theory to investigate the social attitudes towards
President Obama’s visit to Vietnam in 2016 using news reports interviewing different politicians
as the data. The findings indicate several significances. First, the appraisers of the news tend to
express their own emotions (by Affect) and evaluate Obama’s visit- related entities or events (by
Appreciation) much more than judge the involved people and their behavior (by Judgment).
Besides, the appraisers of the news tend to choose a safe stance either by separating themselves
from the arguments expressing opinions with more Expansions than Contractions or by attributing
the judgmental elements to the external sources. It can be argued that Appraisal Theory can be
applied as a useful tool for Vietnamese language discourse analysis to help uncover various
aspects of sentiment such as the appraisers and objects of appraisal, bias of the appraisers and of

the author, the attitudes and manners of engaging in the sentiment expression.
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1. Introduction

Appraisal Theory is a novel approach to
analyze people’s opinions, appraisals, attitudes,
and emotions toward entities, individuals,
issues, events, topics, and their attributes.
Almost all studies of this field have focused on
the realization of polarity or attitude orientation;
that is, they investigate whether texts reveal a
positive or negative attitude. This theory
describes the types of language used in
communicating emotions and opinions, so it
seems to be able to function as a special

linguistic framework to investigate social
attitudes shown in news reports. Although
rarely applied in analyzing Vietnamese,
according to many researchers Nguyen [1],
Tran [2], Vo [3], this theory is mainly based on
lexico-grammatical and semantic levels; it
therefore might be considered as a potential
framework in the Vietnamese discourse
analysis. This paper aims at analyzing different
aspects of attitudes to a social event on the basis
of the language used. To reach the aim, 20 news
reports about President Obama’s visit to
Vietnam in 2016 have been collected from
online newspapers such as Thanhnien, Tuoitre,
Vietnamnet, TuanVietnam, and Vnexpress.
Then, the languages of the data are analyzed to
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identify two appraisal resources, namely
Attitude and Engagement. According to this
appraisal framework, the researcher sorts out all
the appraisal groups including the aspects of
appraisers and the objects of appraisal,
classifies types of attitudes to see whether they
are positive or negative, and identifies sources
of attitudes attributed by appraisers. A detailed
introduction of the framework is presented in
the following section.

2. Appraisal theory

Together with the two frameworks of
sentiment analysis proposed by Asher,
Benamara, and Mathieu, [4] and Wiebe,
Wilson, and Cardie [5], Appraisal Theory
developed from  Halliday’s  Functional
Grammar [6] by Martin and White [7], has
become a useful tool of analysis for those who
want to examine people’s feelings, values and
attitudes via the language they use. White [8]
describes appraisal resources as the language of
sentiment, of arguability and of interpersonal
positioning.

Martin and White [7] have developed the
appraisal analysis framework from their theory,
in which texts would be divided into small
chunks containing evaluation elements called
Appraisal Groups. There are two actors
involved in an appraisal group, namely
appraiser and object of appraisal. These actors
always appear in three major categories of
Appraisal — Attitude, Engagement and
Graduation, the first two of which will be
analyzed in this study because they are the
major resources revealing the appraisers’
attitude meeting the aim of the study. Although
acknowledging that a thorough analysis may be
achieved by using Graduation to identify the
degree of evaluation, we find that it does not
seem to help much to achieve the aim of this
article, so it is not examined.

Focusing on the domain of Attitude, the
article invokes the sub-types of Affect,
Judgment and Appreciation to examine the

different evaluation language resources in news
reports. Attitude is often realized through
adjectival use for feeling happy (Affect), acting
in a silly manner (Judgment), and a lively
performance (Appreciation) [7].

Affect deals with positive and negative
feelings for reacting to behavior, processes, or
phenomena. They are realized as qualities
(adjectives — un/happy), as processes (this
pleases me), as comment adjuncts (un/happily)
or as virtual entities (un/happiness) [9].
Therefore, analyzing Affect will help
understand the writer’s/ speaker’s feeling
towards the surroundings.

Judgment involves the appraiser evaluating
an intelligent object concerning ethical norms
of society or social norms. For example, in the
appraisal groups “Ong dy la mét nha déc tai” (
He is a dictator), or “Sw chdn thét ciia éng dy
dd thé hién ré trong hanh vi nay” (His sincerity
was evident in this behavior), both “nha déc
tai” (a dictator) and “ sw chdn thdat” (his
sincerity) are judgment resources the writer
used to evaluate the Objects of Appraisal “Ong
ay” (He).

Appreciation is related to the evaluation of
non-intelligent objects. These resources are
widely used in political news reports since
events and policies (both nonintelligent) are
two major objects of appraisal in political news.
Appreciative appraisal involves assessment of
the form, appearance, impact, significance,
quality of human artifacts or natural objects by
reference to aesthetics and other systems of
social values [8].

Engagement identifies the sources of
evaluation shown in two sub-groups:
Monogloss concerning with factual information
from the authors and Heterogloss considered as
dialogistic resources dealing with evaluation
from other sources. There are two types of
Heteroglossia, namely Contraction - the degree
to which the scope of alternative voices is
restricted, and Expansion - the degree to which
a locution permits alternative viewpoints.
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Contraction closes the alternative voices to
partake in two ways: (1) Proclaim presents
propositions as highly reliable in order to
subdue alternative viewpoints [9]. This can be
done by either emphasizing it using “in fact”,
“of course”, “sure”, etc., or by referring to
evidence (e.g. “the incident shows that...”). (2)
Disclaim is used to reflect or disagree with a
contrary position either by denying using
negations like “not” , ‘“no”, “never” or
countering by using adverbs like “yet”,
however” “although” , thus explicitly
rejecting alternative viewpoints.

Expansion is classified into Entertain and
Attribute.  Entertain  invokes  alternative
viewpoints; it entails “wordings by which the
authorial voice indicates that its position is but
one of possible positions” (Martin and White
[7]), thus opening up the dialogic space. Such
words as “maybe”, “perhaps”, “probably, “I
think”... entertain alternative arguments by

lowering the strength of proclamation. Attribute
reaches out for alternative positions through
external sources by either acknowledging the
source (e.g. “He argues that...”) or distancing
from it (e.g. “He claims that”).

3. Language resources expressing attitudes
in news reports

After sorted out, the appraisal groups are
analyzed to find out the sub-types of Attitude
resources —  Affect, Judgment, and
Appreciation on the positive — negative
polarity scale of feelings, which would help
reveal what attitudes the appraisers have
towards this event. Moreover, Engagement as
sources of evaluation language is also analyzed.

The following table shows a sample
analysis of the appraisal groups.

The results from this study shows 682
appraisal groups in 20 news reports, each of
which contains an attitudinal resource or/and an
Engagement (coded from G1 to G682). There
are two sub-groups of appraisers: the
Vietnamese appraisers (including President
Tran Dai Quang, Deputy Minister Ha Kim
Ngoc, Major General L& Van Cuong, the
journalists, Dr. Lé Hong Hiép, Dr. Truong
Minh Huy Vi, and Dr. Tran Viét Thai) and the
American ones (President Obama; Mr. Daniel
Russel, Assistant Secretary of State; Senator
John McCain; Chuck Hagel, ex-Minister of
Defense Ministry; Prof. Carl Thayer; Mr.
Antony Blinken, Deputy Foreign Minister,
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Alexander L. Vuving). The
objects of appraisal are divided into 5 groups,
including Viet Nam (both country and people),
America (both country and people), President
Obama (and his behavior), the policies, and
Vietnam - America relationship.

The appraisal elements in the data can be
either explicit (98.3%) as in G2 or implicit
(approximately at 2%) as in G238 and G458.

G2: Du lugn gquan tam dén chién luoc
“xoay truc” cua My.

G283: Sur két néi kinh té cia hai bén dwoc
hita hen chuyén déng “bdng vin téc tén lira”
Vi chdt xiic tac ciia Hiép dinh Déi tdc xuyén
Thai Binh Duong (TPP).

G458: D6 ciing déu la nhitng “bdi todn”
ma chinh phu dang tim loi gidi.

In G283, “Bang vdn toc tén lira” ( at a
rocket speed) is an implicit Appreciation
evaluating the speed of development in the
economic relationship of the two countries.
Similarly, “bai todn” (mathematical problems)
is also an implicit Appreciation referring to the
difficulty the Vietnamese Government is facing.

3.1. Social attitudinal preferences for various
objects of appraisal in the data

Because there are 2 subgroups of
appraisers, the Vietnamese and the American,
this section aims at studying what objects of
appraisal are of these two groups of appraisers’
interest.

As Table 2 indicates, the Vietnamese and
the American appraisers seem to share
similarities in choosing various objects of

appraisal to evaluate. The focus of the
journalists and their articles seems to be
Vietnam - America relationship and the policies
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discussed in the President Obama’s visit. As
can be seen from Table 2, 39% Vietnamese
appraisers and 32% American ones evaluate the
Vietnam- America relationship, showing the
highest percentage. Their second interest is the
policies related to education, economy, and
politics, accounting for 35% and 27%
respectively. While nearly the same number of
the Americans tend to express their evaluation
on both Mr. Obama and their country America
(18% vs. 17%), the Vietnamese appraisers
express a stronger preference for Mr. Obama
than for America (21% compared with only
13%). Vietnam seems to be a less focused
object of appraisal in news reports in question.

From the viewpoints of the Vietnamese and
American appraisers, Vietnam is evaluated by
language resources like tich cuc, quan trong,
than thién, hoan nghénh, chao mung...
(positively, important, friendly, welcome...).

G621: Viét Nam tich cuc chuan bi phé
chuan TPP va cam két s& thuc hién cac diéu
khoan trong hiép dinh. (Appraiser : President
Tran Pai Quang)

G38: Nhung t6i dén vi VN la mot_nuoc
quan_trong trong khu vuc va trén thée gioi.(
Appraiser : President Obama)

America as an object of appraisal is
evaluated by the positive words like wung hg,
mong muon, muon, ky vong, ho tro (support,
expect, want, expectation...)

G232: Hoa Ky ciing cam két ung ho Viét
Nam ting cuong ndang luc vé y té bién ddo.
(Appraiser: Deputy Minister Ha Kim Ngoc)

G167: Hoa Ky mong mudn tang cuong
quan hé véi Viét Nam dé bdao dam rang, khi
Viét Nam phat trién, nhitng nguoi tré cé nhiéu
co hgi hop tac voi gioi tré Hoa Ky. (Appraiser :
President Obama)

Various language resources are used to
show the viewpoint about President Obama and
his visit like nong bong nhét, 16i cudn, thu hat,
trong dgi, mong mubn, mudn, quan tadm (most
attractive, attract, expectation, concerning,
interest...)

G287: Tong théng Obama sang Viét Nam
khi Bién Péng tré thanh mot trong nhitng van
dé néng bong nhdt, 16i cuon sw quan tam cia
cong dong quoc té. (Appraiser: Major general
Lé Van Cuong)

G72: Vé nhitng gi éng dy trong doi, chdc
chdn dé sé la cac cudc gap véi nhitng nha lanh
dao moi cua Viét Nam, tw Chu tich Nuoc, Thu
twéng va Tong bi thw Nguyén Phii Trong, nguoi
ma 6ng Obama dd tiép tai Nha Trding hoi nam
Ngoai.

Another object of appraisal is the policies.
Mainly involving TPP, lifting a decades-long
ban on the sale of military equipment,
education, economy, these policies are
evaluated by such words as nhay cdm, cé y
nghia quan trong, cdn bang, on dinh, cing
thing (sensitive, of important significance,
stable, win-win, balanced)

G120: Pdy la vin dé khd nhay cdm,
(Appraiser: Major general Lé Van Cuong)

G98: Pdy la hiép dinh co y nghia quan
trong doi véi khu viee va thé gidi. (Appraiser :
Daniel Russell)

Regarding the Vietnam - America
relationship, some major appraisal resources
found in the data are toan dién, thuc chit, nhat
tri, ho tro, ung ho (comprehensively, efficiently,
agree, supporting).

G 56: Su kién nay cho thay quan hé Viét -
My dang phat trién toan dién va thuc chat
(Appraiser: Journalist)

G6: Hoa Ky va Viét Nam ciing da nhat tri
thiic ddy hop tac trong cdc vin dé khu viee va
quéc té; hop tac hat nhdn dan su, tham gia hoat
dong gin gitt hoa binh Lién hop quéc.
(Appraiser : President Obama)
3.1.Social attitudes towards Obama’s visit via

attitudinal resources in the data

All the three types of Attitude, namely
Affect, Judgment and Appreciation appear in
the data at different frequency levels.

Table 3 shows that the prominent Attitude
types for the authors are Appreciation and
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Affect (41.7% and 37.3% respectively), and
then Judgment (21%). The appraisers mainly
focus on assessing non-intelligent objects (i.e.
policies and relationships) and show their
emotions at the event and the related activities.
Occasionally, they have also expressed their
judgment on the President, the Vietnamese or
the American government and people. It can be
seen from this result that the focus of the
society about President Obama’s visit is not to
judge people involved and their behavior, but to
show emotions or feelings and to evaluate
entities and events related. However, it is quite
interesting to see that almost all appraisers have
positive appraisals whatever types of resources
they choose. Only 1.9% fall into negative
evaluation.

The most popular attitudinal resource is
Appreciation, making up 41.7%. Almost all
positive evaluations for policies, entities, and
events are often expressed by such words as
“sang kién quan trong nhdt’(the most
important initiative) in G156, or “mgt budc
tién”(a breakthrough) in G589, or két thiic
thanh céng,( a successful ending), or tdc dong
tich cuc (a positive effect).

G156: New York Times thi danh gid, quyét
dinh dé 1énh cam van vii khi la “sang kién quan
trong nhat” gitta Viét Nam va My duoc cong bo
trong chuyén tham cia éng Obama tinh dén
thoi diém nay.

G589: Déi véi Viét Nam, TPP la mét budc
tien ma Viét Nam tham gia dé héi nhdp voi
thé gidi.

Some negative appraisals can occasionally
be seen in the data like “han ché” (limited), or
“cham” (slow), to evaluate the economic

resources of Vietnam and the progress in the
Vietnam- America relationship.

G 231: Cai khd nhat cua Viét Nam la nguon
lyc con han ché

G303: Tuy rang cé hoi chdm mgt chiit
nhiwng hiéu qud va chdn chan.

Accounting for 37.3%, positive feelings
presented by Affect resources such as trong doi,
mong muén, xiic dong, nhat tri (expect, desire,
moved, agree) come from the American, the
Vietnamese, President Obama, some others
interviewed (as in G32, G68, and G132).

G 32: Nhung cé mot diéu téi rat trong doi
tir chuyén tham nay, lién quan téi quan hé giao
leu nhdn dan.

G68: My muén ching ta ngay cang co vai
tro 1om hon trong ASEAN ciing nhu trong cdc t6
chiec khac.

G 132: Téng théng Obama dd ddt tay lén
trdi tim minh va noi: “Toi thuc sy xuc dong.
Tinh cam cua nhan dan Viét Nam da lay dong
trdi tim toi”. (Obama — Viét nam)

Only 0.2% express negative emotions by
words like nhitng lo ngai, hiéu lam, nghi ky
(some worries, misunderstandings, suspicions)
used to evaluate the Vietnam - America
relationship (eg. G600, and G320)

G600: Hop tac an ninh dwoc dat sang mot
bén vi méi bén van con cé n hu"ng lo ngai riéng.
G 320: Vi vdy, viéc “ndng cap” ngay quan hé
song phwong lén mirc “doz tac chién heoc” néu
cO xdy ra thi ciing chu yeu mang tinh chat biéu
th’ng, va vi vdy c6 thé khéng can thiét, nhat la
néu no co the gay ra nhitng hiéu lam, nghi ky tir
mét vai quoc gia khdc.

Although accounting for only 21% of all
Attitude resources, like Appreciation and
Affect, most of the Judgmental elements are
positively expressed (as in G7 to judge the
activity of Vietnam).

G7:_Sw chii dong cua Viét Nam trong trién
khai chinh sach voi cac nwoce lon, cac doi tac
quan trong, trong do co Hoa Ky.

However, a small number of Judgments
express negative evaluation, as “ngan ngai”
(hesitated) in the following example,

G 12: Diéu nay con c6 tdc dong dén mot bg
phdn nho nguoi My con ngan ngai thuc day
quan hé Viét-My.

Overall, the attitudinal analysis shows that
the appraisers have very positive feelings,
emotions, evaluations, and judgments towards
President Obama’s visit. Moreover, more
interest has been shown to the policies and the
two countries’ relationship than to the other
three objects of appraisal. This can be seen in
the higher percentage of Appreciation than of
Affect and Judgment.

3.2. Social attitudes towards Obama’s visit via
Engagement in the data

Regarding Engagement, both Monogloss
and Heterogloss appear in the news reports,
ranking 33% and 67% respectively. The
difference in the frequency of these two types
can be discussed as a genre feature. The data
contain news reports which are written as a
result of the interviews made by the journalists;
therefore, most of the evaluation resources are
non - authorial; that is, they come from the
other sources like some politicians or political
experts. As stated by Martin and White [7],
Monogloss expresses the factual information;
accordingly, for the aim of the study -
investigating the social attitudes, only
Heterogloss is discussed in this part.

As can be seen from Table 4, the majority
of Heterogloss in the data is Expansion, making
up 61.7%. This figure reveals that the
appraisers are somewhat cautious in
commenting or giving opinions about Obama’s

visit - related activities or events. According to
White [8] and Martin and White [7], when
Expansion is used in a text, the author actually
wants to distance himself from the
responsibility for the information, thereby
opening a dialogic space. In this case, by using
words like “cé thé” (can), “cé 1&” (perhaps),
or attributing the evaluation resources to the
other sources in a direct or indirect quotation
like “ndi” (said), “cho rang” (claimed), “theo
to New York Times” ( according to the New
York Times), the appraisers can distance
themselves from the responsibility for such
judgmental elements. For example, the word
“co thé” (it can be seen that...) in G345 shows
that the appraiser is cautious when commenting,
thereby inviting the readers/ listeners to join
into the interview.

G345:_C6 thé thay tir sau chién tranh thé
gidi thir hai cho dén nay, suét 70 nam qua niede
My tro thanh siéu cuong, (Entertain)

Similarly, in G210 the journalist has
attributed the comment about Mr. Obama’s visit
to Hagel. However, this use of Hagel’s
comment still reflects the journalist’s stance.
This is because the journalist has substantial
control over his/her choice of content, words
and context, thereby shaping the material to
support his/her argument.

G210: “Téi biét chac chdn nhitng hinh danh
[vé chuyén tham Viét Nam ciia 6ng Obamaj sé
goi nhé lai nhiéu ky ike”, Hagel n6i véi New
York Times. (Attribute)

It is possible, therefore, to argue that
attributing sentiment to other people can
convey the journalist’s viewpoint as well.

Another type is Contraction, which
accounts for 38.3% of the whole Heterogloss.
For example,

G52: Dw lugn quan tam dén chién luoc
“xoay truc” cua My, va di nhién quan hé Viét-
My ciing thu hit ding ké dnh nhin. (Quang
Théi) (Proclaim)

_G210: “Toi biét chdc chan nhitng hinh anh
[vé chuyén tham Viét Nam cua ong Obama] sé
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goi nhé lai nhiéu ky irc”, Hagel néi véi New
York Times. (Proclaim)

G43: Vin dé cam van vii khi sat thwong va
nhdan quyén lai bi rang budc boi quan diém cuia
nguweoi My. Tuy nhién, hai bén sé né liuc thu hep
khodng cach quan diém vé nhan quyén dé Tong
thong Obama cé thé dé bo hoan toan lénh

cam. (Disclaim)

When using this appraisal system, the
appraisers either provide evidence for their
comment or emphasize its correctness by “di
nhién”(certainly)  (in  G52) or “chdc
chdn”(surely) (in G210), or they can disclaim
the previous information by countering it with
words like “tuy nhién” (however) (G43),
“nhung” (but)... By using these language
resources, the appraisers have strengthened
their opinion, thus probably showing a close to
the alternative viewpoints.

4. Conclusion

This article has examined the language of
evaluation in 20 news reports about President
Obama’s visit to Vietnam in 2016 drawing on
the Appraisal framework. This has enabled us
to identify the social attitudes towards this
event via the analysis of Attitude and
Engagement resources. The results show that
the appraisers express different viewpoints
about 5 objects of appraisal, the majority of
which are positive feelings, emotions or
judgments. Moreover, the appraisers tend to
express their own emotions and evaluate
Obama’s visit- related entities or events much
more than judge the people and their behavior.
Regarding Engagement as sources of attitudes,
the findings show that the appraisers tend to
choose a safe stance either by separating
themselves from the arguments expressing
opinions  with more Expansions than

Contractions or by attributing the judgmental
elements to the external sources; as a result,
readers of this genre can have access to more
alternative viewpoints.
